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A.1 ConSol CM for business process management

ConSol CM is a process management platform, especially suited for use as customer service software.

Using ConSol CM you can control and steer business processes with a strong focus on human com-
munication and interaction as required in all fields of customer service management. Well-known
examples of huge ConSol CM systems comprise customer service desks, RMA processes, after sales
services, call centers and support centers as well as claim and complaint management environments.
You can also set up customer portals, including FAQ areas, using ConSol CM. Basically, every business
process that is in operation in a company can be modeled and brought to life with ConSol CM.

ConSol CM also provides the functionality to cover adaptive case management. In this way, you can
decide, if you would like to design and live a strictly controlled business process or if a rather high level
of flexibility is required. You might also combine both concepts, depending on the team or depart-
ment who work with the process.

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A.4.3 Variables used for standard path values

The following variables are used for paths in this manual:

<JBOSS_HOME>

Refers to the home directory of the JBoss application sever where ConSol CM is installed. Set as
environment variable of the operating system.

<JBOSS_CMRF_HOME>

Refers to the home directory of the JBoss application sever where CMRF is installed. Set as
environment variable of the operating system.

<WEBLOGIC_HOME>
Refers to the home directory of the WebLogic application server.

<CMAS_DATADIR>
Refers to the data directory of ConSol CM which is defined during system setup. This is not an
environment variable of the operation system but a CM system property (cmas-core-shared,

data.directory).
<ENGINEER_HOME_DIR>

Refers to the home directory of the engineer. On windows systemes, this is often to be found
under C: \users\<USERNAME>, on Linux systems in /home /<USERNAME>.

<DB_HOME>
Refers to the home directory of the database (MySQL, Oracle or Microsoft SQL).

The primary access point to the system for engineers, an engineer being the standard user of
the system. Engineers work with tickets, customer data and resources.

o Portal
CM/Track, the primary access to the system for (internal or external) customers. CM/Track is a
distinct CM module which requires a separate license. With this module, you can offer portal
access to the tickets for your customers. Moreover, your FAQs can be made available via the
web.

¢ Admin Tool
For all system configuration tasks. As an administrator, you will primarily work with this tool.
This tool is used to define the system setup. All settings (apart from workflows) are configured
using the Admin Tool, and access to it is restricted to admin users.

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o Process Designer
For the workflow design and implementation. As a workflow developer you will primarily work
with the Process Designer. In this tool, all workflows are designed graphically as well as in
Groovy code.

The default scope of delivery also includes a data warehouse (DWH) that allows reporting about the
data of your tickets.

Furthermore, ConSol CM is not an isolated application but can be easily integrated into your com-
pany’s IT infrastructure, e.g. using Web Services and/or an Enterprise Service Bus (ESB) or the
ConSol CM Webhook interface.

B.1 Architecture of a CM System

B.1.1 Introduction to ConSol CM System Architecture

ConSol CM is a Java EE (Java Enterprise Edition) application that can be run in a standard application
server on Unix/Linux or Windows systems.

In this chapter, a short overview of the ConSol CM system architecture will be provided.

(D A detailed list of supported operation systems, application servers, database systems, and
other systems, as well as storage and CPU requirements is given in the current System
Requirements.

B.1.2 Basic System Architecture

ConSol CM is a Java EE application which is based on the classical three-tier architecture. The

ConSol CM server is deployed in an application server and accesses a relational database. Two web
interfaces are available as client interfaces: the standard interface is the ConSol CM Web Client, which
is used by the engineers to work on the tickets. Another web client is the ConSol CM portal,
CM/Track. This provides access to the system for customers who might want to know some basic
facts about the status of their tickets. The two Java applications which are used to configure

ConSol CM are the Admin Tool and the Process Designer. Both can be downloaded from the

ConSol CM start page using Java Web Start (JWS). JWS is a component of every recent Java edition, so
no extra installation is required on the PCs or Laptops you want to use to administer the system. On
the contrary - you can do this from every regular web client with a supported web browser. Please
make sure that the versions of all components which are used in your company meet the system
requirements.

B.1.2.1 CM Database

The ConSol CM database (CM DB) is a relational database which can be operated as Oracle, Microsoft
SQL Server or MySQL system.

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B.1.3 System Architecture with Reporting Infrastructure

In order to allow Business Intelligence (Bl) tools or other applications to build specific reports, OLAP
cubes, and other analyses, ConSol CM provides a data warehouse (DWH) as one of its standard com-
ponents. The DWH is a separate database (or database scheme, see below). The DWH is filled by a
Java EE application called ConSol CM Reporting Framework (CMRF).

The ConSol CM standard function set comprises two components which enable reporting:
o CMRF (ConSol CM Reporting Framework)

This is a Java EE application which synchronizes the ConSol CM database with the ConSol CM
data warehouse (DWH). The CMRF can be deployed into the same application server as the
core CM (overlay mode) or it can be run on a separate application server (standalone mode).
The synchronization of CM data with the DWH is based on direct messaging. For a detailed
explanation, please refer to section Operating the Data Warehouse.

o« DWH (data warehouse)

The ConSol CM DWH is a relational database which can be operated as Oracle, Microsoft SQL
Server, or MySQL system. It stores the integrated/pre-processed data from the ConSol CM
database. For the configuration of the database connection, please refer to the

ConSol CM Setup Manual, section Setting Up the Database for CMRF/ DWH.

B.1.4 Components for Email Interactions

One of the core functionalities of ConSol CM is integration with mail servers. This allows ConSol CM to
send and to receive emails. For the engineer, this means new tickets can easily be opened via email
and the entire communication regarding a case is located in the respective ticket, including all incom-
ing and outgoing emails.
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In order to receive emails, ConSol CM connects to a mail server and retrieves emails from one or more
mailboxes. ConSol CM acts like a regular email client (e.g., Thunderbird, Microsoft Outlook) and uses
standard email protocols like IMAP or POP3. If you want to use the secure version, IMAPs and POPs
are also supported, in which case the required certificates have to be installed on the server. For a
detailed explanation about how to send encrypted emails with CM, please refer to the ConSol/ CM
Administrator Manual, section Email Encryption.

Please note that you might be dealing with different types of certificates here.

A certificate which is required to establish the connection between CM and an email server
usually has to be placed in the key store of the application server.

Certificates which are required to encrypt emails which are written by the CM engineers using
the Web Client have to be managed using the Admin Tool. This is explained in great detail in
the ConSol CM Administrator Manual, section Email Encryption.

In order to send emails, ConSol CM uses an SMTP server.

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B.1.5 Indexer

In order to perform effective searches in the database, ConSol CM builds an index for each ticket field,
customer field, and resource field which should be included in a search. Furthermore, the engineer
data, the ticket comments and the attachments are indexed by default. The indexes are stored in the
file system. Please refer to the section File System Structure for an explanation of the index directory
structure, and read the detailed introduction to the entire topic in the section ConSol CM Indexer. The
section Operating the Indexer of the current manual treats the topic from a system operator's point
of view.
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B.1.6 LDAP Authentication

As standard feature, ConSol CM can use LDAP authentication in the Web Client and/or in the portal
(CM/Track). Depending on the configuration of your LDAP server (e.g., Microsoft Active Directory), a
user name and password might be required to establish the LDAP connection. All LDAP parameters
are stored as ConSol CM system properties.

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C.1 File System Structure

This chapter describes the file system structure of the application server and the ConSol CM applic-
ation.

C.1.1 Server

C.1.1.1 ConSol CM Data Directory

Most of the data concerning the configuration and operation of ConSol CM is stored in the
ConSol CM database. However, some data is saved in the file system in the data directory entered dur-
ing system setup.

Important directories:
o index

This is the directory where all the indexes are stored (see also section ConSol CM Indexer). Be
sure to include it into your regular file system backup.

Please note that you cannot just include the index directory in your daily CM backup!
Rather you have to use the indexer-specific backup (and restore). Please refer to sec-
tion Backup and Recovery of the Index.

o index.0
In this directory, there is a subdirectory for each required index.

In case units (customer objects) could not be imported during a scene import, there might be

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C.2 Starting Up and Shutting Down the Application Server

C.2.1 Introduction

ConSol CM can be run on Linux and on Windows systems and is implemented for JBoss and Oracle
WebLogic application servers.

A detailed list of supported operation systems, application servers, database systems, and
other systems, as well as storage and CPU requirements is given in the current System
Requirements.

When you deal with starting/stopping ConSol CM, there are two levels which have to be taken into
consideration:

1. The basic start/stop (command line) commands which are - in the end - adapted start/stop
commands of the respective application server.

2. Theintegration of these commands into an environment which allows automatic system
start/stop, e.g., writing an init.d or systemd script for a Linux system or configuring CM as a ser-
vice on a Windows system.

The start and stop scripts (2) are documented in detail in the ConSol CM Setup Manual. Here in the
current manual, we assume, that you have a ConSol CM system which is up and running and that the
application server has to be (re-)started/stopped for some reason. Information is provided about the
simple command line parameters which can be used to start/stop the system and about how to work
with the start scripts.

In case there is a severe database problem and the RDBMS has to be restarted, stop the
ConSol CM system first, then wait until the database system is available again, and then start
the ConSol CM application server.

C.2.2.1 JBoss on Windows

C.2.2.3 General Configuration

In case -b=1localhostor-b=127.0.0.1 is set as parameter, ConSol CM is only access-
ible from the same server, where JBoss is running.

Enter the network IP or the network name to make ConSol CM accessible from outside the
sever. In this case ConSol CM URL is not accessible from the inside using the localhost URL.

Ifyou enter -b=0.0.0.0 the server is accessible from the outside and inside using the server
URL or using the localhost URL (take care of all required security-related precautions!).

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C.3 Logging and Log Files

C.3.1 Introduction

Log files are the main information source for the administrator about the activities of the system and
potential problems of the system. The administrator should have a look at the log files on a regular
basis. There may be problems that do not appear on the user interface, but are reported in the log
file. Log files can also be an important component in System Monitoring.

The standard path for the log files is:
o JBoss: <JBOSS_HOME>/standalone/log
o Weblogic: <WEBLOGIC_HOME>\user_projects\domains\<WEBLOGIC_DOMAIN>\cm-logs

C.3.2 Log Files

The location of the log files and the logging behavior can be configured in the respective .xml files:

o logdj.xml
(in WebLogic, where Log4J is used as logging framework)

o cm6.xml or cmé-cmrf.xml
(in JBoss EAP 6.4/ 7.1.4 standalone, where the built-in logging module of JBoss is used)

o domain.xml, tag <subsystem xmlns="urn:jboss:domain:logging:1.3">
(in JBoss EAP 6.4 / 7.1.4 in domain mode, where the built-in logging module of JBoss is used)

Remark concerning Microsoft Windows systems:

Simple messages, and those reporting a successful operation, often have only one line.

When errors are reported (log level ERROR), you might find stack traces in the logs. Please contact
one of our ConSol CM consultants or our ConSol CM support team for help.
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C.3.5 Using Log Levels for Troubleshooting

Sometimes, the pre-defined error levels of the entries in a log file do not produce helpful output, i.e.,
the information you receive from the log file is not sufficient to help you find the error cause. In this
case, you can modify the error level of one or more loggers, e.g., to “DEBUG”.

Please note that in scripts the debug mode has to be switched on explicitly, i.e., the correct code is
required, see section Logging DEBUG Messages.

Do not forget to turn the error level back to “INFO” after the error analysis, otherwise your log files
might get too big and might fill up the server hard disk.

Log4j:

Note that changing the log level does not require a server restart. The change in the log4j con-
figuration only takes some minutes to become active.
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C.3.6 Using Logging in Scripts

The following statements can be used to write log information to the server. 1og file. This works in
workflow scripts as well as in Admin Tool scripts.

println 'This is my debug message.'
println ("This is my debug message.")
log.info ("This is my debug message.")

log.info "This is my debug message."

In a WebLogic system, usually the 1og. info statement has to be used. Theprintln
might not work.

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C.4 ConSol CM Indexer

C.4.1 Introduction

ConSol CM stores most of its data in a relational database. In order to improve the performance of
search operations, ConSol CM uses Apache Lucene indices. For each data field that should serve as
search criterion, an index is created. The ConSol CM module which creates and manages the indices is
called the CM Indexer. The indexes are stored on the file system, in a subdirectory of the data dir-
ectory that was indicated during system setup. The path of the data directory is stored as a CM sys-
tem property: cmas-core-shared, data.directory.

C.4.2 Indexer Data Directory

The following picture shows an example of index files of a ConSol CM installation. demo Datadir is
the data directory specified during setup, and all subdirectories are created automatically by
ConSol CM. Please also see section ConSol CM Data Directory.

Please make sure that ...

o the data directory is always available for the ConSol CM server system if it was created on
another server and is linked to (or mounted on) the application server.

o the data directory provides enough space for storing indexes.

If the index directory should be corrupted or the index is not available, it can be rebuilt or repaired.
Please see the following sections for details.

C.4.3 Indexer Services
For indexing, two ConSol CM services are important:

o Index changes notifier
This service creates messages in the persistent store with notifications when changes occur
that concern the index.
Stopping index changes notifier is not safe. If the Indexer module discovers that the notifier is
stopped and there is a message that has to be sent to the persistent store, the Indexer will set
the index status configuration property (cmas-core-index-common, index.status) to “RED”, i.e.,
signal that index needs full synchronization. Please see also section Checking the Status of the
Indexer.

o Index changes receiver
The behavior of this service differs depending on the type of node it is running on:

o On amaster node, the index changes receiver loads tickets and creates the respective
Lucene documents.

o Onaslave node (possible in a cluster only), it polls the master indexing server via http to
download the Lucene files with the indexed data.

o Inany case, this service reads the persistent store and starts the update of the Indexer.
Stopping index changes receiver is safe. After restart it will pick up all of the missing
changes from the persistent store.
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The services can be started/stopped using the Admin Tool. For details, please refer to the ConSol CM
Administrator Manual, section Services.

C.4.4 System Properties for the Indexer

There are several system properties which are used to configure the indexer. Please see Indexer for a
list of the most important ones.

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C.4.5.1 Changes which Require Index Updates

There are two kind of changes relevant for the indexer:

o Operative changes

These are changes to the following content:

Data field values: values of fields (ticket, customer and resource fields) which are con-
figured for indexing using the field-indexed annotation

Engineer data: email, first name, last name

Ticket data: attachments (unless configured otherwise), creation date, engineer, history,
name, queue, referenced engineers, subject, view

The index is automatically updated (triggered by the service Index changes notifier)
when these changes are carried out.

o Administrative changes

These are changes of certain configuration parameters:

scopes
queues

enum values
ticket functions
ticket engineers
supported locales
roles

field-indexed annotation of ticket, customer or resource fields

The processing of administrative changes depends on the option No automatic commit of
administrative changes:

Ifit is not checked, the changes are processed automatically.

Ifit is checked, the changes are stored in the table cmas index
administrative task fordeferred processing. Processing can be started by click-
ing the Commit administrative changes button in the Admin Tool.

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C.4.5.2 Indexer Update Modes

The indexer stores entities which require an index update in a persistent store. The persistent store
can either be aJMS queue (queue/cmé6-index)or a database table (cmas index update
serialized).

Which of the two will be used is defined by the system property cmas-core-index-common, data-
base.notification.enabled:

o false
JMS mode, the JMS queue queue/cm6-index will be used.

o true
Database mode, the database table cmas index update serialized willbeused for
indexer transactions (as persistent store). The indexing server polls this database. Recom-
mended value for new CM installations.

C.4.5.3 Indexer Update Principle (Single-Server Environments)

The Index changes receiver ontheindexing server polls the persistent store for new
entries. If there are new entries, indexer tasks are created in the tables cmas index update
taskandcmas index update part.Theindexing server then executes the tasks from
cmas_index update taskandcmas index batch update task.Inthisway, the
index is updated.

On the indexing server, administrative tasks are stored in the database table cmas index
administrative task.

Please note that data in the index is always synchronized with the ConSol CM database, i.e.
during an index update no data is deleted/removed from the index files. The index is fully
usable during the synchronization process, i.e. the search operations (Detailed Search as well
as Quick Search) can be used with their full functionality and the complete data set. Changes
made after the synchronization was started are immediately reflected in the index, because
these data have a higher priority than the data which is synchronized due to an index update
triggered manually using the Admin Tool.

When an admin has started the index update manually (Synchronize index), all other index
tasks are removed, before this update starts.

C.4.5.4 Failure of Update Task

Failed execution of the cmas index update task willcreateanewtask cmas index
update task with type REPAIR. Such task will wait for the administrator to run via the Admin
Tool, navigation group Services, navigation item Index -> Repair index. Repair task existence will set
the “YELLOW” index status configuration property. This can also be used for monitoring of the
Indexer, please see section Checking the Status of the Indexer.
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C.4.6 Operating the Indexer

C.4.6.1 Indexer Directory Structure

The data directory is set using the CM system property cmas-core-shared, data.directory. Please see
section ConSol CM Data Directory for information about the structure and content of the index dir-
ectory.

C.4.6.2 Monitoring the Indexer

C.4.6.3 Backup and Recovery of the Index

All ConSol CM indices are stored on the file system. However, you cannot just go ahead and copy the
files and directories during system operation, because this might lead to inconsistent states (e.g.,

. lock files are used). That means, in order to make a backup of the CM indices, you have to follow
some basic principles. Here we offer you a backup concept.

Index Backup

The correct way is to use the following HTTP request using basic authentication for global admin:

wget http://${indexing.master.host:port}/index/snapshot --user ${admin} --password

Index Restore
In order to recover/restore, e.g., a corrupted ticket index you have to:

o Stop the CM master indexing server (the CM server has to be stopped, not only the Indexer ser-
vices).

o Clean the master indexing server directory <CMAS
DATADIR>/index/index.${number}/ticket/.

o Clean the master indexing server directory <CMAS
DATADIR>/index/index.S${number}/ticket.uuid/.

e Unpackthebackup.jar/ticket/* filesinto the master indexing server directory
<CMAS DATADIR>/index/index.${number}/ticket/.

o Restart the CM master indexing server (the CM server has to be restarted, not only the Indexer
services).

In a cluster environment, the master indexing server will automatically synchronize the recovered
index with the slave nodes.

In order to update the index for the data which has been generated during the time of the backup,
use the Admin Tool, navigation group Services, navigation item Index -> Synchronize index.
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C.5 Email

C.5.1 Introduction to Emails in ConSol CM

Sending and receiving emails is one of the core functionalities of ConSol CM. The application interacts
with one or more mail servers to fetch emails and send emails.

The following sections provide information about the following email-related topics:

e Short Overview of Components Relevant for Mailing

e Fine-Tuning CM Mailing

The monitoring of email functionalities is described in Monitoring Email Functionalities.

For a detailed introduction into email functionalities in ConSol CM and information regarding the ini-
tial configuration of the email functionalities, please refer to the ConSol CM Administrator Manual,
section Email.
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C.5.2 Management of Email Functionalities

@ This section describes emailing in a single-server environment. Please contact the ConSol
CM support or your ConSol CM consultant for information about emailing in a cluster.

Starting from ConSol CM version 6.11, only NIMH is available for mailing. If you are not sure
in which mode CM is running, check the CM system property cmas-core-server, nim-
h.enabled. Ifit is set to “true”, your system is running in NIMH mode, if it is set to “false”,
your system is running in Mule/ESB mode. For information regarding Mule/ESB, please refer
to a previous version of this manual.

C.5.2.1 Short Overview of Components Relevant for Mailing

In order to run smoothly, the following modules of ConSol CM have to be taken into consideration on
a server:

o email has to be fetched

o email has to be sent

The email configuration is explained in detail in the ConSol CM Administrator Manual, sec-
tion Email.

The CM system properties which are relevant are summarized in the appendix Important System
Properties - Ordered by Area of Application, Email Configuration.

Fetching Emails

e Service:
The NIMH service is active (see Admin Tool, navigation group Services, navigation item CM Ser-
vices).

o Scripts:
The mailing scripts with the NIMH extension are active (e.g.,
NIMHCreateTicket.groovy), see Admin Tool, navigation group System, navigation item
Scripts.

o Data:
Emails which cannot be processed are stored in the database table cmas nimh
archived mail.

Sending Emails

When the CM server is started, the module which can send emails using the SMTP server is started as
well. Sending out emails is always active when the following two conditions are met:
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e CMis up and running.

o Acorrect value has been set for the SMTP server (CM system property cmas-core-server, mail.s-
mtp.email).

C.5.2.2 Fine-Tuning CM Mailing

Changing Administrator Email Addresses

This is explained in detail in the ConSol CM Administrator Manual, Appendix E - Administrator and
Notification Email Addresses.

Changing Mailing Parameters

Location of the Mailing Parameters

The basic mailing parameters are changed using the Admin Tool, navigation group Email, navigation
item Email. In case you would like to set some specific values which cannot be reached using the
standard graphical Admin Tool interface, you can work with CM system properties (see Admin Tool,
navigation group System, navigation item System Properties. The CM system properties which are rel-
evant are summarized in appendix Important System Properties - Ordered by Area of Application,
Email Configuration. Some properties which are used quite often are mentioned here as examples.

Example 1: Changing the Maximum Size of Email Attachments

System property cmas-core-server, attachment.max.size. This sets the maximum attachment size, in
MB.

This is a validation property of the ConSol CM API. It controls the size of attachments at tickets, units,
and resources. It also controls the size of incoming (not outgoing!) email attachments.
Example 2: Narrowing Down the File Types Which Are Allowed as Attachments

System property cmas-core-server, attachment.allowed.types. This is a comma-separated list of
allowed file name extensions. If no value is defined, all file extensions are allowed.

Example 3: Deciding whether Emails Should be Deleted from the Mail Server

As far as the mail server is concerned, ConSol CM is just a regular email client fetching emails using a
standard mail protocol: IMAP(S) or POP3(S). Depending on the mail server configuration and on the
ConSol CM system property cmas-nimh, mailbox.default.task.delete.read.messages, emails are
deleted from the mailbox on the mail server after CM has picked them up. The default setting is that
emails are not deleted after fetching them (value “false”). To delete emails on the mail server after
ConSol CM has fetched them, set the property to “true”.

@ If you do not want ConSol CM to delete emails from the mail server, please make sure to
monitor the mailboxes to avoid a data overflow and server or performance problems.

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C.6 Introduction to LDAP Authentication

C.6.1 Introduction to LDAP Authentication for the Web Client

ConSol CM offers LDAP authentication for the Web Client as a standard feature, i.e., instead of man-
aging the passwords for the ConSol CM engineers in the ConSol CM database, they can be retrieved
from an LDAP server (like e.g., a Microsoft Active Directory server).

When engineers want to log in to the ConSol CM Web Client, they enter their user name and pass-
word and press Enter. Behind the scenes, the ConSol CM server sends a request with the engineer's
user name and password and asks the LDAP server whether those credentials are correct.

If the credentials are correct, the approval is sent back to the ConSol CM server and the engineer is
logged into the Web Client.

Please keep in mind that the LDAP connection is only used to authenticate the user (confirm
the identity). The authorization (i.e., the assighment of access permissions in the system) is

done via the engineer and role administration in the Admin Tool. For every user who should
work with the system as an engineer, an engineer account has to be created in the engineer
administration!

Please see also the following picture for an explanation of the CM authentication process using LDAP.

C.6.2 Introduction to LDAP Authentication for CM/Track

ConSol CM offers LDAP authentication for CM/Track as a standard feature, i.e., instead of managing
the passwords for the ConSol CM customers in the ConSol CM database, they can be retrieved from
an LDAP server (like e.g., a Microsoft Active Directory server).

When customers want to log in to CM/Track, they enter their user name and password and press
Enter. Behind the scenes, the ConSol CM server sends a request with the customer's user name and
password and asks the LDAP server whether those credentials are correct.

If the credentials are correct, the approval is sent back to the ConSol CM server and the customer is
logged into CM/Track.

Please keep in mind that the LDAP connection is only used to authenticate the customer (con-
firm the identity). The authorization (i.e., the assignment of access permissions in the sys-
tem) is done via the assignment of a CM/Track user profile in the Web Client. The CM/Track
user profiles are managed in the engineer and role administration in the Admin Tool.

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C.6.3 LDAP Authentication for Engineers in the Web Client

C.6.3.1 Configuring LDAP Authentication

There are two ways you can enable the ConSol CM system to use LDAP authentication for engineers in
the Web Client:

o Select LDAP authentication during system setup and enter the requested parameters (system
properties) after the setup.

o Set up the system with the regular authentication mechanism and switch to LDAP later on, i.e.,
enter all required system properties later on.

Configuring LDAP During Initial Setup

During system setup you can select LDAP as the authentication mode. This will set the system prop-
erty cmas-core-security, authentication.method (see below) to “LDAP”. No further parameters are
entered. You have to set the LDAP parameters manually. Please see the next section for an explan-
ation.

Switching the Authentication Mode to LDAP in a Running System

To switch the authentication method to LDAP, you have to set the required values in the system prop-
erties (navigation group System, navigation item System Properties):

¢ authentication.method
LDAP

o Idap.authentication
simple

e Idap.basedn
The DN (distinguished name) of the LDAP (sub-)tree where the required attributes are located.

o Idap.initialcontextfactory
The Java class name for the initial context factory of the LDAP implementation when using LDAP
authentication. Should usually be com. sun.jndi.ldap.LdapCtxFactory.

e |dap.password
Password for connecting to the LDAP server to look up users. Only needed if look-up cannot be

done anonymously.

e Idap.userdn
LDAP user for connecting to the LDAP server to look up users. Only needed if look-up cannot be

done anonymously.

Aserver user name/password pair might be required to access the LDAP server. If you
are not sure, you might want to use an LDAP browser to confirm.

o Idap.providerurl
The complete URL for the LDAP server:
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ldap://<HOSTNAME>:<LDAP PORT>

o Idap.searchattr

Search attribute for looking up the LDAP entry connected to the CM login, i.e., the attribute
which is used as user name for the authentication.

C.6.3.2 Using LDAPS (LDAP over SSL)

Introduction

Per default, when an LDAP client accesses an LDAP server, the information is transferred in clear text.
In case you want the user name and password to be transferred to the LDAP server in encrypted
form, you have to set up the LDAP authentication using LDAPS.

Preparations

You have to configure the CM server machine (Java) in a way that can use certificates. One way to do
this for a Linux environment is described in the following section.

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C.6.4 LDAP Authentication for Customers in CM/Track

C.6.4.1 Configuring LDAP Authentication

LDAP authentication is activated by setting the system property cmas-core-security, con-
tact.authentication.method to “LDAP”.

Then you have to set the required values in the system properties (navigation group System, nav-
igation item System Properties).

The LDAP servers can be defined using the following system properties from the module cmas-
core-security.

{name} is a string that you can choose to distinguish LDAP servers. It must always be set, even if only
one LDAP server is configured. You should use a simple string for the {name}, not containing any
keywords, like internal or external, and which does not contain special characters.

e contact.authentication.method
LDAP

o Idap.contact.{name}.providerurl
The property value is the address of the LDAP server in the form Idap[s]://host:port.

o Idap.contact.{name}.userdn
The value is the user DN used to look up the contact DN by the LDAP ID. An anonymous
account is used if the value is not set.

o Idap.contact.{name}.password
The property contains the password to look up the contact DN by the LDAP ID. An anonymous
account is used if the value is not set.

o Idap.contact.{name}.basedn
This represents the base path to search for the contact DN by the LDAP ID, e.g., “ou=a-
ccounts,dc=mycompany,dc=de”.

o Idap.contact.{name}.searchattr
The property value stands for the attribute to search for the contact DN by the LDAP ID, e.g.,
“uid”.

Initially, these system properties might not be present in your CM system. Just add them manually.
Changes to any of the above system properties do not require a server restart and are propagated to
all cluster nodes. The use of the placeholder {name} allows configurations to define several different
LDAP servers.

o Idap.initialcontextfactory
This is a predefined global property. Ifit is not set, “com.sun.jndi.ldap.LdapCtxFactory” is used
as its value.

Authentication attempts against LDAP servers are made until first success, where the server order is
determined by their {name} values (ascending alphabetical order of the values).
Mixed Authentication Mode

Set the system property cmas-core-security, contact.authentication.method depending on the
desired order of authentication instances:
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o LDAP,DATABASE:
First attempt authentication using the available LDAP server(s), if an LDAP ID is provided. On fail-
ure, try a database login if the customer has a database password.

« DATABASE,LDAP:
First attempt a database login if the customer has a database password. On failure try authen-
tication using the available LDAP server(s) if an LDAP ID is provided.

The CM system will first contact the instance which is mentioned first, than the second one. For
example, when the contact authentication method is set to “LDAP,DATABASE” and the customer (con-
tact) uses the password which is only valid in the database, the login will succeed.

In server.log the following message will be displayed:

LDAP login failed: [LDAP: error code 49 - Invalid Credentials]; nested exception is
javax.naming.AuthenticationException: [LDAP: error code 49 - Invalid Credentials]

C.6.4.2 Logging of LDAP Login Attempts in CM/Track

All LDAP errors encountered are logged without a stack trace using loggers with the following prefix:

e Ccom.consol.cmas.core.security.contact

The stack trace of LDAP errors is not logged because failed login attempts on the first LDAP server
would clutter logs if a following login on the second LDAP server succeeded.

C.6.4.3 Using LDAPS (LDAP over SSL)

Introduction

Per default, when an LDAP client accesses an LDAP server, the information is transferred in clear text.
In case you want the user name and password to be transferred to the LDAP server in encrypted
form, you have to set up the LDAP authentication using LDAPS.

Preparations

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D.1 Introduction

If the Bl/reporting functionality is active in your CM infrastructure, you will have to take care of two
main components:

o The ConSol CM Reporting Framework (CMRF)
e The ConSol CM Data Warehouse (DWH)

A short overview of a system with reporting functionalities is provided in the current manual in sec-
tion System Architecture with Reporting Infrastructure. In case you need to know technical details
about the CMRF/DWH setup, please read the respective sections in the ConSol CM Setup Manual.

CMRF/DWH administration using the Admin Tool is explained in great detail in the ConSol CM Admin-
istrator Manual, section Data Warehouse (DWH) Management. In order to understand reporting in
CM, we recommend to read this section first.

A quite detailed explanation of all processes of CM/CMRF/DWH synchronisation is provided in the cur-
rent manual, in section CM / CMRF / DWH Synchronization.

D.2 Short Overview of CM Components Relevant for Reporting

D.2.1 Basic Principle

The ConSol CM database and the DWH are two separate databases (or database schemes, depending
on the RDBMS flavor). The CMRF, a Java EE application, is responsible for transferring the required
data. This is based on entries, made by CMREF, in control tables of the DWH database. Please read the
ConSol CM Administrator Manual, section Data Warehouse (DWH) Management, subsection Trans-
ferModefor a detailed explanation.

In order to run smoothly, the following components have to be up and running:

1. The CM server has to run and to write data into the CM database.
2. The CMRF has to run and has to have access to the DWH database (scheme).

3. The DWH mode has to be set to one of the following values:

a. ADMIN
This means that there is no automatic transfer of data from CM to the DWH. The admin-
istrator has to start the transfer manually.

b. LIVE
This means that the transfer of data from CM to the DWH is performed automatically,
on-the-fly.

D.2.2 DWH-Specific Log Files

In order to read the DWH-specific log files, you can either access the file system of the server directly
(see section Logging and Log Files) or you can use the Admin Tool. For the latter, open the navigation
group Data Warehouse, navigation item DWH Configuration and Logs. Click the Log button to open
the cmrf . 1ogfilein the main panel:
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You can also check the original log file under the following path:

o JBoss (single server):

<JBOSS_HOME>/standalone/log/cmrf.log

o Weblogic:

<WEBLOGIC HOME>\user projects\domains\<WEBLOGIC DOMAIN>\cmrf-logs\cmrf.log

Please note that these are the standard paths. In ConSol CM, e.g., Log4/ is used (for WebLogic). They
may be configured to use different paths in the 1og47j . xm1 file. A detailed description of CM logging
and log files is provided in the section Logging and Log Files.

Usually the log file and/or log panel entries give good hints regarding the initial reason for a transfer
failure. If you run into a problem you cannot resolve and you have a maintenance contract with
ConSol, please contact our support team.

D.2.3 Open DWH Tasks

Use the Admin Tool to see open DWH tasks. They will be displayed in the navigation group Data Ware-
house, navigation item Tasks. In the CM database, the tasks are listed in the table cmas dwh
task.

In the list of DWH tasks, you will find entries (one entry per task) if ...

o the DWH is running in ADMIN mode and the administrator has started an update: all tasks that
have to be performed are listed.

o the DWH is running in LIVE mode but the check box Automatic commit of administrative
changes has not been checked.

o ticket field, customer field, or resource field annotations have been set to reportable = true and
the checkbox Automatic commit of administrative changes has not been checked.

You can mark a task in the list and execute it manually.

If the checkbox Automatic commit of administrative changes has been checked, the tasks will be run
automatically by the system.

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D.3.1 Introduction

As a CM operator or administrator, you might have to solve problems with the Data Warehouse
(DWH) in case the synchronization from the CM database to the DWH does not run smoothly. This is
why we provide detailed information about the DWH synchronization process, so you can base your
error analysis and troubleshooting on this information.

Please also read the ConSol CM Administrator Manual, section Using CM for Reporting - Data Ware-
house (DWH) Management for a detailed introduction to the CMRF/DWH administration. In the cur-
rent section, we assume that you know how to administer the DWH.

D.3.2 Intention when Using a DWH
A DWH provides several advantages, the most prominent ones are:
e no need to use the production database for reporting, thus avoiding performance decrease
o adatabase schema and table structure which is optimized for reporting-typical database quer-
ies

A detailed introduction to this topic is provided in the ConSol CM DWH Manual.

D.3.4.1 Synchronization Mode

There are three different values for the synchronization mode for transferring data from ConSol CM to
a DWH database. This is the value of the CM system property cmas-dwh-server, dwh.mode.

« OFF
No data transfer to the DWH.
o LIVE
In this mode, every change that is submitted to the ConSol CM database is immediately syn-
chronized with the DWH.
« ADMIN
In this mode, the administrator has to trigger the synchronization manually.

Always use the graphical configuration in the Admin Tool (navigation group Data
Warehouse, navigation item DWH Administration, button Configuration) to set the syn-
chronization mode! Setting it directly in the CM system properties does not work!

Tables in the CM Database (or Database Schema)

o cmas_dwh_operation_status
The DWH log service writes into this table to document the DWH status.
These are the info and error log entries which you can also find in the log file cmrf . 10g.

You can also see these entries in the Data Warehouse part of Admin Tool when you select the

logs.

o cmas_dwh_ser_sync_object

This table is only used in LIVE mode. CM inserts an entry into this table for a transaction which
was performed in the CM database. The entry contains a serialized package which needs to be

sent to CMRF. The DWH live service reads from this table. See details below.

o cmas_dwh_synchronization

When a DWH operation is performed using the Admin Tool (see details below), an entry is cre-

ated in this table. The column type contains one of the possible values: INITIALIZATION,
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REINITIALIZATION, TRANSFER, UPDATE, TASK. The DWH transfer service reads from this table.
See details below. Starting with version 6.11 you can see the entries also in the Admin tool (nav-
igation group Data Warehouse, navigation item Administration).

An entry in this database is created when an annotation which is relevant for DWH transfer has
been changed, e.g. reportable group, reportable, dwh-no-history, dwh-no-
history-field.

Tables in the DWH (Database or Database Schema)

INT_CONTROL_QUEUE

INT_CONTROL_QUEUE is used to control the processing in CMRF. Two actions are available:
pause and resume. Only the JIMX components write into INT_CONTROL_QUEUE. Only the
CMREF service reads and deletes entries from INT_CONTROL_QUEUE. It is done during pro-
cessing of other data (e.g. transfer). The CMRF service pauses processing after pause action
and continues after resume action.

INT_LIVE_QUEUE
The DWH live service writes serialized packages into this table. CMRF reads from this table to
process the LIVE data.

INT_TRANSFER_QUEUE
The DWH Transfer Service writes serialized packages into this table. CMRF reads from this table
to process the TRANSFER data.

INT_LOG_QUEUE

This table is used for log entries written by the CMRF. Based on those entries, the DWH log ser-
vice creates entries in the table cmas dwh operation status.Seesection DWH Log Ser-
vice.

The synchronization process can be started by a manual action, i.e. when the administrator clicks on a
button in the Admin Tool, starting a DWH action, or the sync process can be triggered automatically in
LIVE mode. Please compare the figure in section Components Involved in Transfer explaining all parts
of the synchronization processes.

@ You can use the DWH monitor of the Admin Tool (navigation item Monitor in the navigation
group Data Warehouse) to get an overview of the current DWH status including some stat-
istics. For more information, please see the DWH chapter in the ConSol CM Administrator
Manual.
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D.3.5.1 Operations Triggered Using the Admin Tool

A DWH operation which is performed synchronously using the Admin Tool does not do any-
thing but create a task and write one entry into the CM table cmas dwh
synchronization! Starting with version 6.11 the tasks are also shown in the Actions
table in the Admin Tool (navigation group Data Warehouse, navigation item Administration).
But it can still take up to some minutes until the action is displayed in the table, even when
using the refresh button.

Actions in this table are executed according to the timestamp of their creation in ascending
order.

So please note that if you press a button several times, a new entry in cmas _dwh
synchronization is created with each click! The respective operations will then have to
be executed one after another, ordered by the timestamp of their creation. Thus, there is the
risk of accumulating DWH operations which might decrease CM performance considerably
and might produce unwanted results.

Please wait until you see the result of an operation --the Admin Tool is only blocked before
version 6.11 -- and do not create a pipeline of pending operations which might interfere with
one another. Starting with version 6.11. you have the Delete icon to delete such duplicate
tasks, when they are still in state NEW.

Example: The admin clicks on Initialize, nothing happens (because the system is working
behind the scenes preparing the initialization). The admin clicks on Update. Nothing hap-
pens. The admin clicks on Initialize again ...

What will happen?

Three entries have been created in the CM table cmas dwh synchronization. (1)
“INITIALIZE”, (2) “UPDATE”, (3) “INITIALIZE”

The initialization (1) is performed. When this is done, the respective entry is deleted from
cmas _dwh synchronization.

The update (2) is performed. When this is done, the respective entry is deleted from cmas
dwh synchronization.

Now you could start work with the DWH, but ...

The next initialization (3) is performed. When this is done, the respective entry is deleted
from cmas dwh synchronization.

The DWH is now in a non-operable state, and a transfer or update is required.

When the admin has clicked the Run task button, a new entry in cmas dwh synchronization
is created for each selected task using the following values (all other fields are initially set to NULL and
filled in when required in the process):

D.3.5.2 Operations Performed by CM and by DWH Services

DWH Transfer Service
The DWH transfer service works in the same way in ADMIN and LIVE mode.

The DWH transfer service reads entries from the CM table cmas dwh synchronization (with
dwh status =“NEW” or “ACTIVE”) and executes the respective jobs in the order of the timestamp
of the entry (in ascending order). The service inserts serialized packages into the INT TRANSFER
QUEUE. cmas_dwh synchronization.dwh statusischanged during processing (“NEW” ->
“ACTIVE” -> “SUCCESS | ERROR”). dwh_status is set to “ACTIVE” when the entry is processed (only
one entry can be active). dwh status is set to “SUCCESS” if the processing is finished successfully.
dwh status is set to “ERROR” if the processing is not finished successfully.

During the ACTIVE period, the DWH transfer service inserts serialized packages into the INT
TRANSFER_ QUEUE. The package size taken from cmas dwh synchronization.package
size, which the is set when setting the CM package size via the Admin Tool GUI. When this value is
not set, the CM system property cmas-dwh-server, batch-commit-interval is used (1000 if the prop-
erty is not set). This is for example the case when a job was created via the JMX operations.

Each package has a serial number. When a package has been written to the INT TRANSFER
QUEUE, the value of the next serial number (cmas_dwh synchronization.next serial
number)is incremented.

Processing of one entry:

1. Theentryisread from cmas dwh synchronization (dwh status=“ACTIVE” |
IINEWH)

2. Ifdwh status=“NEW”, dwh statusisupdated (dwh status =“ACTIVE”)
3. Dataare sent to CMRF in packages.

Error handling:

o the exception is recoverable (CM system property cmas-dwh-server, recoverable.exceptions,
see also FAQ about recoverable exceptions)

o retryis configured (cmas dwh synchronization.retry count >0, lisusedifnot
set)

o itisan error (e.g. OutOfMemoryError) - in this case the DWH transfer service is stopped

Otherwise the processing will not be continued (dwh status =“ERROR”).

CMRF Service

CMREF reads and processes TRANSFER data (types INITIALIZATION, REINITIALIZATION, TRANSFER,
UPDATE, TASK), LIVE data and CONTROL data (pause and resume). TRANSFER data have a higher pri-
ority than LIVE data. LIVE data are processed only if there are no TRANSFER data available.

o TRANSFER data are read from the INT_TRANSFER_QUEUE.
o LIVE data are read from the INT_LIVE_QUEUE.
o CONTROL data are read from the INT_CONTROL_QUEUE.

TRANSFER Data

When the DWH Transfer Service has written entries into the INT_TRANSFER _QUEUE, the CMRF ser-
vice can process these entries (CMRF service will also process other entries, this is treated below). The
processing of each initialization/reinitialization/transfer/update/task is split into multiple trans-
actions. The current state of the processing is saved in the database at the end of each transaction.

The performance and memory usage can be influenced by the cache size parameter. The cache size is
taken fromcmas dwh synchronization.cmrf cache size, whichtheis set when using
the CMRF cache size via the Admin Tool GUI. When this value is not set, 10000 is used. This is for
example the case, when a job was created via the JIMX operations.

After restart the state of the processing is loaded from the database and the processing is continued.

A package (BLOB entry in the data column) of the INT_TRANSFER_QUEUE table contains the new/-
modified object (e.g. engineer, unit, resource) in total, i.e. "The ticket <Number> now looks like this:
<modified ticket data>".

Error handling:
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After an exception the processing will be continued from the point where it was stopped if:
o adatabase failure is detected - in this case processing is paused

o the exception is recoverable (system property cmrf.recoverable.exceptions)

e itisan error (e.g. OutOfMemoryError)

o retryis configured (cmas dwh synchronization.cmrf retry count >0, lisused
if not set)

Otherwise the processing will be not continued but the remaining packages are extracted from the
table and discarded.

When the DWH live service has written entries into the INT_LIVE _QUEUE, the CMRF service can pro-
cess these entries.

Error handling:

The entries which causes the abort together with the error message is logged inhlp transfer
errors.

CONTROL Data

Pause and resume entries written by a JMX into the INT_CONTROL_QUEUE are read by the CMRF ser-
vice. They pause and resume the CMRF service.

DWH Log Service

The DWH log service works in the same way in ADMIN and LIVE mode.

The DWH log service is responsible for providing log information to CM administrators (e.g., in the
Admin Tool). The service reads serialized packages from INT_LOG_QUEUE and writes them into the
CM table cmas dwh 1log. Entries in this table can be displayed in the Admin Tool in the navigation
group Data Warehouse, navigation item Administration. Select an action from the Actions table and
open the log entries for this action using the Logbutton. The messages which are displayed are the
entriesinthecmas dwh logtable, columnoperation message.

If any error should occur and you need to find out more details about the possible cause,

you can increase the log level in the ConSol CM configuration file cm6-cmr f . xm1. Please
see Logging and Log Files for details.

CM in LIVE Mode

If LIVE mode is enabled and CMRF needs to be informed about changes done in a CM transaction, CM
writes entries into the table cmas dwh ser sync object, oneentry for each CM transaction
which has been performed (e.g., a ticket field has been changed). The entry is written at the end of the
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transaction, before the commit operation is executed. Each entry contains a serialized package which
needs to be sent to CMRF. The respective information will then be forwarded to CMRF by the DWH
live service, see next section.

DWH Live Service

The DWH live service is only active if the synchronization mode is set to “LIVE” (i.e. if the CM system
property cmas-dwh-server, live.start is set) and if all data older than the date of the property
live.start werealready sent to CMRF. If LIVE mode is not enabled and there is no datain cmas__
dwh ser sync object,theproperty live.start is deleted.

The DWH live service controls the just-in-time DWH update, i.e. it is responsible for sending inform-
ation about changes of reportable data fields and data field groups in CM to CMRF. To do this, the
DWH live service reads entries from the CM table cmas dwh ser sync object and inserts the
respective serialized packages into the INT LIVE QUEUE in the DWH.

One iteration (transaction):

D.4.1 Question #1: DWH Tasks

How can | delete tasks from the DWH Tasks list in the Admin Tool when the tasks have been per-
formed but are still visible in the list? How do | know if the tasks are really finished?

The task is deleted from the "current task" list automatically when the processing in CMRF is finished
successfully.

Starting with ConSol CM version 6.11 you can monitor the status of processing for each task in the
tasks view in the Admin Tool (navigation group Data Warehouse, navigation item Administration). It
is finished when Status CMRF is SUCCESS or ERROR.

select cmas dwh task.id, cmas dwh task.status, cmas dwh synchronization.dwh status,
cmas_dwh synchronization.cmrf status from cmas dwh task left join cmas dwh
synchronization on cmas dwh task.id=cmas dwh synchronization.reference id;

Since version 6.11 there is also the Delete button available in the Admin Tool. When should/can |
use it?

Delete can be used if operation is not started yet (status: NEW). It is not available for active (ACTIVE),
paused (PAUSED) or finished (SUCCESS, ERROR) operations.

For example, if someone accidentally started two transfers, the first one is processed and cannot be
deleted, but the second one can be deleted.
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D.4.2 Question #2: DWH update time

On large installations, a DWH update can take quite long. What can | do to reduce the time?

Prior to version 6.11, the runtime can be optimize via the CM system property cmas-dwh-server,
batch-commit-interval. The default value is 10. We recommend to start with a value of 150. However,
the optimum chunk size depends on the system performance. If the system has enough RAM, the
value can be 1000 or even more. This will speed up the transfer considerably.

With version 6.11 the DWH transfer and DWH update options the CM package size and CMRF cache
size are introduced. For recommendations see section Parameters for Transfer and Update Oper-
ations in chapter Data Warehouse (DWH) Management of the ConSol CM Administrator Manual.

When the SQL queries are especially show the following messages can be found in the log files:

o Slow CM queries. In this case you see the following in the CM file server. log:

Special case Oracle

Especially during large data imports when the tables size is significantly extended or during the trans-
fer when the DWH tables are empty, there can be SQL performance problems in Oracle due to stale or
missing table statistics. Also when the DWH update is not normally used, the DWH update time can
also be significantly degraded.

It is likely that the runtimes of the actions are significantly reduced by forcing an update of the table
statistics on the whole CM and CMRF schema. For example, you can use the following command for
the schema CM6 :

exec DBMS STATS.GATHER SCHEMA STATS('CM6', OPTIONS => 'GATHER')

With the standard Oracles statistics setting, this creates histograms statistics which are needed for the
specific DWH update SQLs, which can let the optimizer find a better execution plan. You may need to
repeat several times, as the different objects have different SQLs. If the data volume is very large, this
can still take several hours.
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D.4.3 Question #3: Performance issues during fixing DWH live mode

The DWH update after an abort can take very long. Can it be speed up?

Aborts of the DWH live mode with the error message An error occurred. Update is needed. Live pack-
ages will be processed again after update. can be fixed by a DWH update. When the last DWH update
was months ago or never this update can take days or even weeks.

To prevent such long DWH update times in case of unexpected errors, it is recommended to regularly
execute the DWH update, e.g. every night or a least once a week. The DWH update always retransmits
all changes since the last DWH update or transfer. This can be done as described in section DWH Syn-
chronization During System Operation in the ConSol CM Administrator Manual.

You can see when the last change was transferred via the Admin Tool. Open the task view in the
Admin Tool (navigation group Data Warehouse, navigation item Administration) and check the date
in the End column of the newest task with type "UPDATE" or "TRANSFER". Alternatively you can use
monitoring as described in section CMRF / DWH Monitoring.

With version 6.11. the advanced configuration can be used to speed up the update. But this can also
lead to a corrupt DWH. If you want to use this feature, you must consult a ConSol representative to
check if this is really applicable for your situation.
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D.4.4 Question #4: Live mode specialties

When the DWH had to be recovered from a full back-up by a database administrator, how can |
restart the automatic transfer in live mode without starting with reinitialization and full transfer?

Probably it will cause an ERROR in the log file: An error occurred. Update is needed. Live packages will
be processed again after update. and many WARNINGs like this: Update is needed. Live packages will
be processed again after update.('from'date must be equal or lesser than X, 'to' date must be equal
or greater than Y.

Solution:

1. Execute the following command:

update cmas dwh synchronization set cmrf status='ERROR' where to date > X;

2. Run the update (Update button in the Admin Tool).
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D.4.5 Question #5: Manual submission of tasks in live mode

When the option Automatic commit of administrative changes is not active and | submit a task
manually (using the GUI of the Admin Tool), which consequences does this have in live mode?

Atask is created automatically when a configuration change has been submitted (e.g. set a ticket field
from reportable =“false” to reportable = “true”). Anew entry is created in the table cmas
dwh task, and the task is displayed in the list of DWH tasks in the Admin Tool. When you click on
Run task in the Admin Tool, a new entry is created in the table cmas dwh synchronization.
The DWH transfer service reads the data from cmas dwh synchronization and writes chunks
into INT_TRANSFER_QUEUE in the DWH. The CMREF service reads this data and also reads the live data
from INT_LIVE_QUEUE. Since for CMRF, the TRANSFER data have a higher priority than the LIVE data,
the TRANSFER data is processed first, i.e. the new data which results from the configuration change is
processed first. Then the LIVE data processing is continued.
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D.4.6 Question #6: RecoverableExceptions

How can | prevent the transfer to stop when an error occurs?

The property recoverable.exections basically takes a comma-separated list of Java classes as
value. All exceptions which are mentioned in the list will not cause the abortion of the DWH transfer,
but CM/CMRF will continue the transfer and ignore the respective exceptions. As one value (or even
the only value) in the list, you can provide the Java class name of an exception and add a '+' at the
end. Then all exceptions which inherit from this class will be ignored. Example:
java.lang.Exception+. In this case, all exceptions will be ignored, because
java.lang.Exception isthe parent class of all exceptions in Java. A regular expression can be
provided as optional parameter. The RegEx is applied to the message of the exception as filter.

(D The following characters need to be escaped in RegEx:

Example value: java.sql.SQLRecoverableException,java.lang.RuntimeException+:. *T.{1\,2}T.*
Please note that the value for recoverable exceptions has to be set at two locations:

e For CM: as ConSol CM system parameter, using the Admin Tool: cmas-dwh-server, recov-
erable.exceptions.

e For CMRF: as -D Java system property at CMRF startup: -
Dcmrf.recoverable.exceptions=...

Starting with version 6.11 you can also set huge retry count.
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D.4.7 Question #7: Debug level for CMRF

How can | increase the debug level for CMRF during troubleshooting?

For a detailed explanation of the CM log files, please read section Logging and Log Files.

The debug level for CMRF can be changed in the CM/CMRF config file

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D.4.8 Question #8: DWH database size is increasing faster than CM data-
base using Oracle databases

By initialize with the option delete existing data, the existing DWH tables are deleted and recreated. In
Oracle by default the tables are not deleted, but kept in the recycle bin.

To free the data space you must purge the deleted tables from the recycle bin. For details consult the
Oracle database documentation. You can also disable recycle bin for the whole Oracle database
instance, but than you lose the ability to recover easily from tables dropped unintentionally.
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D.4.9 Question #9: CMRF is not further updated after database con-
nection failure

The live mode is not updating anymore, after a database connection error has been logged. How
can | resume the live mode?

The live mode is broken. You need to restart the CMRF, either by restarting the application server or
just restarting the service via the MBean, and perform a DWH update to re-enable the live mode.

A DWH task is not updating DWH table anymore, after a database connection error has been
logged. How can | resume the live mode?

In the task view the CM Progress is still working, but the CMRF Progress is not changing anymore.

After restarting the CMRF, either by restarting the application or just restarting the service via the
MBean, the task processing is resumed. The processing cannot be resumed by clicking the button
Resume in the Admin Tool.
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D.4.10 Question #10: Report SQLs on DWH which have been working
before throw SQL errors or fields are empty

Users who receive or use reports based on the DWH database complain that fields are missing or
empty in the reports. When can this happen?

After some changes in the customer data model the table structures can be changed in the DWH data-
base. Details on the DWH database structure and how the data in the DWH can be configured is doc-
umented in the ConSol CM DWH Manual in chapter ConSol CM DWH Dynamic Tables / Custom Data

Models.

Additionally DWH tables structures may change also due to CM core version updates. For this refer to
the ConSol CM Release Notes.
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D.4.11 Question #11: DWH live mode is active, but updates are missing
in DWH

Why are the latest changes in a ticket are not visible in the DWH?

The live mode runs asynchronously. So it can take several minutes or longer depending on the update
volume until the updates are applied to the DWH database. Even if there are only few changes there is
delay, as the CMRF only checks for updates in certain intervals.

The thread which sends live data from CM to CMRF sleeps 1 minute if there is nothing to send. The
thread which processes live data in CMRF sleeps 10 seconds if queues are empty.

It you need live reports you must implement them using the production database. Live reports can be
implemented in CM by using the detailed search, tickets list and CM dashboard functionality.

What if after a scene update changes are missing in DWH?

During scene update not all changed are replicated by the live mode to the DWH database. Hence it is
recommended to set the DWH mode to “ADMIN” before the Update and change it back to “LIVE”
after the scene import was successful.

Especially you must not update CM tables directly, as in addition to potential problem in the CM,
these changes are not seen by the live mode and can also be missed by the DWH update.

After as scene update with delete data the old tickets, units and resources are deleted in the CM
but are still in DWH. How are they deleted in the DWH?

The delete data option in the scene does neither lead to a deletion of these objects in the DWH by
DWH live mode nor does the task Update. You need to reinitialize the DWH via task /nitialize with
Delete existing data and create a task of type Transfer.

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E.1 License Management

E.1.1 General Information about Licenses in ConSol CM

A ConSol CM license file is a text file which contains entries for several modules. For each module, the
number of valid licenses is indicated. For example, the following excerpt of a license file shows the
ConSol CM Web Client, CONCURRENT_USERS section. Ten licenses have been purchased.

[CONCURRENT USERS]

contractParty = Demo-Licence ConSol
products = WEB CLIENT,REST

version = 6.10

expirationDate = 31.12.2016
licenses = 10

signature = XXX

ConSol CM works with concurrent users (sometimes also called floating licenses), i.e., the number of
users who are logged in simultaneously is registered, no user names are checked. That means the
number of engineers who are managed in the Admin Tool (see section Engineer Administration in the
ConSol CM Administrator Manual) does not have to be identical to the number of Web Client
licenses.

Alicense is consumed when the user logs in. The license is handed back to the server when the user
session is terminated, i.e., when the user logs out or when the user session is terminated auto-
matically by the server because the session timeout has been reached (see system property cmas-
core-server, server.session.timeout).
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E.1.2 Sections of a License File

A ConSol CM license file can contain the following sections. All licenses are concurrent licenses, see
explanation above.

[ADMINTOOL_USERS]
The number of users who can log in to the CM Admin Tool.

[CONCURRENT_USERS]
The number of CM engineers who can log in to the Web Client

[PROCESS_DESIGNER]
The number of users who can log in to the CM Process Designer

[TRACK]
The number of customers who can log in to the portal CM/Track

[TRACK_USERS]
The number of user profiles for the portal CM/Track. This is the number of engineers who are
marked as Track in the Engineer Administration.

[REST_USERS]

The number of users who can access the REST API. The number of TRACK_USERS is not
included in this number (CM/Track also uses the REST API.)

CM/Phone will also consume REST licenses, one license per client (PC/laptop) where CM/Phone
is installed and active.
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E.1.3 Managing the ConSol CM License Using the Admin Tool

You have to import a valid license for your ConSol CM system in the navigation group System, nav-
igation item License. You will receive a license for a test and/or a productive system when you have
signed the respective software contracts with ConSol. If the license has expired or will expire soon, you
can import a new license file. Of course the Admin Tool will always start, even if the license has
expired. In the Web Client, in CM/Track, and in the Process Designer, the login is not possible when
the license has expired.

Please ask your consultant for details. The license is a plain text file. The license can be modified during
ConSol CM operation, no system downtime is required.

There is no Back button to undo changes with one click when you enter or delete text in the
License field. If you accidentally change parts of the license, close the Admin Tool without
clicking Save. This will discard all changes you made to the license text. When you restart the
Admin Tool afterwards, the license will be in the same condition as it was before you made
the changes.

There might be situations where you are informed by CM users that the system does not perform as
well as desired. In this section, we provide information about some parameters which you can use to
fine-tune a CM system. Of course, every CM instance is a highly specific and unique system which is
configured exactly for the requirements of your company. Therefore it is not possible to document
every parameter for each and every use case. However, we hope you can find some important inform-
ation in the current chapter and get some ideas about how to improve the performance of your
ConSol CM system.
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E.2.1 Java Tuning

E.2.1.1 Start the ConSol CM Server with More RAM Space

The CM server is too slow but the machine has enough RAM space? Make sure, CM can use enough
of this space.

In order to modify the size of the JVM (Java Virtual Machine) memory allocation pool modify the
respective line of the application server start in the configuration file of the application server.

Examples:

o Windows with JBoss:
<JBOSS_HOME>\bin\standalone.conf.bat

o Windows with Oracle WebLogic:
<WEBLOGIC_HOME>\user_projects\domains\<WEBLOGIC_DOMAIN>\cre-
ateAdminServerService.cmd

The flag Xmx specifies the maximum memory allocation pool for a Java Virtual Machine (JVM), while
Xms specifies the initial memory allocation pool, e.g.:

The following JAVA_OPTS settings are used by default when setting up a new ConSol CM system.
Default memory configuration for JBoss 6.4 on Java 8 (Xms and Xmx should be set to the same value):

(D These parameters are starting parameters for production systems. Depending on the size of
the system it might be necessary to adjust them. The following factors are important in this
context:

o number of concurrent users

o amount of tickets, customers, resources
e amount and size of emails

o amount and size of attachments

o size of the index

As an administrator, you need to check the Java heap size and the garbage collection activity
using tools like jconsole or jvisualvm. If the heap size is higher than 80 - 90% of the maximum
value and the garbage collection runs frequently, you need to increase the memory alloc-
ation (Xmx).

The list includes the officially supported default parameters for JBoss 6.4. They should be suitable for
most installations.

E.2.2 CM Tuning

These are examples taken from the most common FQAs (Frequently Asked Questions) concerning sys-
tem properties in our consulting team. Please find a complete list of all system properties with
detailed explanations in section System Properties.
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E.2.2.1 Change Duration of Web Client Sessions

Do the Web Client sessions terminate too quickly and users (CM engineers) complain about being
logged out while they did not actively work with CM only for a short time?

You can modify the session interval, after which CM terminates the engineer sessions automatically
by modifying the CM system property cmas-core-server, server.session.timeout (indicated in mil-
liseconds).

Please keep in mind that ConSol CM works with concurrent user licenses. Every engineer ses-
sion consumes one license, and each session which is not terminated might prevent another
engineer from logging in if no more license is available.

E.2.2.2 Mailing

Mailbox Full?

Users complain that no emails are received? You have checked the mailbox on the mail server, but all
messages are present in the correct inbox?

If a mailbox which is configured as in-box for ConSol CM (for details, please refer to the ConSol CM
Administrator Manual, section Email) contains a very large number of e-mails which are marked as
“SEEN”, this might cause a problem. When fetching the new e-mails, CM first has to retrieve a list of all
emails in the mailbox to filter “SEEN” and new emails in the second step. When the first check takes
longer than the polling interval (system property cmas-nimh, queue.task.interval.seconds), there
might be a deadlock situation and no emails can be fetched anymore.

As a solution you can of course increase the polling interval, but we recommend to clean-up the mail-
box instead. Do not keep too many “SEEN” messages in the mailbox if it is not absolutely indis-
pensable.

Change Mail Polling Interval

Users complain that emails which have been received by the mail server and are located in the inbox
are not transferred to CM in the required time?

Check the CM system property cmas-nimh, queue.task.interval.seconds. The value of this system
property defines the interval for the check of the main mail poller.

Managing the Maximum Attachment Size

Did an email come in and create a ticket but the file which was originally attached to the e-mail was
not attached to the ticket?

Then the maximum size which is allowed for attachments might be too small. You can increase the
value of the CM system property cmas-core-server, attachment.max.size. This is a validation property
of the CM API. It controls the size of attachments at tickets, at units, and at resources. It also controls
the size of incoming (not outgoing!) email attachments.
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Do not set the allowed attachment size too large! Especially when the CM system property
cmas-core-index-common, index.attachment is set to “true”, the system performance might
decrease, because the Indexer needs a lot of time to index all the very large attachments.

E.2.2.3 Search / Indexer

The Engineers Complain That the Search Is Extremely Slow?

You might increase the number of threads the Indexer is running by increasing the value of the CM
system property cmas-core-index-common, index.task.worker.threads. The default value is “1”. If you
increase the value, do not set the value to a number higher than the number of CPU cores of the
machine.

Of course there should always be enough space for the indexes on the hard drive and there should be
enough RAM for a smooth operation of the Indexer without too many swap operations.

E.2.2.4 Database-Related Parameters
The engineers complain that CM in general is very slow?

One bottleneck can be the database access. You might want to increase the number of database con-
nections in the connection pool. You can modify the size of the pool by setting the minimum and max-
imum pool size in the configuration file

o JBoss:
...<JBOSS_HOME>\standalone\configuration\cm6.xml|

Look for the tags <min-pool-size>and <max-pool-size>,e.g.:

Use the Administration Console to modify the database connection pools.

E.3.1 Introduction

When you are reading this chapter, CM has a problem, presumably one which you could not solve
right off hand. In order to help you perform systematic error analysis, a checklist is provided.

Also in this section, some cases which can appear in practice with CM are covered. Of course, there
are a lot more possible scenarios in customer-specific systems. Please call the ConSol CM support
team (+49-89-45841-150) in case you need more help than the one we can provide in this manual. To
make the support process as fast and as efficient as possible, we recommend to prepare the files and
information listed in section What to Provide for the CM Support Team.

E.3.2 General Checklist

Ifa CM error occurs and you do not have any idea what could be the cause, you can follow the check-
list. Please keep in mind that there are a lot of collaborating systems (e.g., mail server, database
server) which can be the source of the error, since CM is integrated into the IT landscape and is no
standalone system.

1. Asafirst step, always check the entries in the log files. The server . log file reports
everything which happens in CM and should be the first entry point for troubleshooting.
Maybe the reason for the error becomes obvious from this file. Search for ERROR in the log
file.

2. Check the application server:

a. Istheapplication server up and running? With enough RAM and CPU? If CM is per-
forming badly, not enough RAM or CPU power (or the respective configuration for the
application server) can be the cause.

b. Does the application server have enough disc space? The Indexer needs enough disc
space to be able to work correctly. (You can also quickly check the Indexer status).

3. Check the database server:

a. Isthe database server of the CM database up and running?

b. Can CM connect without errors and without timeout to the database server?
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4. Check the mail server (if mailing problems have occurred)
a. Is the mail server up and running? Is the email fetched by CM?
b. For explanations of some special error scenarios, please see section Problems with Mail-
ing.
5. IfLDAP authentication is involved: Check the LDAP server.

a. Isthe LDAP server up and running? Has there be a change in directory structure on the
LDAP server?

b. For explanations of some special error scenarios, please see section Problems with LDAP
Authentication.

E.3.3 What to Provide for the CM Support Team

If you call ConSol CM support, it is of great help and will speed up the support process if you prepare
the following data:

o An exact history and description of what was done.
Were there changes of the CM configuration using the Admin Tool? Were there changes in the
workflows? Is it a problem with end user operation of the Web Client (CM Web Client or
CM/Track)? What exactly was done when the problem occurred? To help with providing valu-
able information, we recommend to write a CM administrator log where everything which has
been changed is documented.

o Thelog files.
The most important file (in most cases) is the server . 1ogfile. You can also prepare a com-
pressed archive (. zip, . tar, etc.) with all log files to send it to the ConSol support team.

o Exact information about all applications which are used with the exact version (e.g., operating
system, web browser, Java version, database system, application server flavor and version).

E.3.4 Some Error Scenarios and Their Solution

E.3.4.1 Problems with Mailing

An Email Has Been Sent, but No Ticket Is Created?

e The person (or system) who (which) receives the mail error emails (configured in the CM system
property cmas-nimh-extension, mail.error.to.address) should have received an email with an
excerpt ofthemail . 1og file. This can provide hints for a quick analysis.

o Which protocolis used? POP? IMAP? Check if the emails on the mail server are marked as
read. CM fetches only emails which are marked unread.

o Isthere an email backup? See ConSol CM Administrator Manual, section Email Backups for
explanations. If a script which processes the incoming emails (see ConSol CM Administrator
Manual, section Scripts of Type Email) does not work, CM can fetch the email and stores it in
the CM database, but cannot import it into a ticket. To find out why, you can, for example
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o checkthemail.logfile

o increase the debug level for mail logging (see section Logging and Log Files) and add
some statements like the following into the script:

if (maillLog.isDebugEnabled()) {
maillog.debug ("This is my info about the incoming message or
something else Smsg")

o checkthemail. logfileagain, there should be a more verbose output.

o Check if the Indexeris running and if the status is GREEN. When a ticket should be created, in
most cases the index is used to find the correct customer (contact/company) for the ticket.
Thus, when the Indexer has problems, there might be also problems with creating new tickets
even though there is no connection between the problems at the first glance. You can quickly
check the Indexer status).

o Check the CM system property cmas-nimh, queue.task.interval.seconds, which defines the
time intervals in which CM fetches emails from the mail server. Maybe it is just too early and a
new ticket could not have been created yet?

E.3.4.2 Problems with LDAP Authentication

The Engineers Cannot Log In?

Is a password required to contact the LDAP server? Check the login to the LDAP server with the cor-
rect port using an LDAP browser.

Have any LDAP parameters which are set as CM system properties changed during the last hour/day?
Check if all parameters are still valid. For detailed information refer to LDAP Authentication for Engin-
eers in the Web Client.

Only One Engineer Cannot Log In?
Has the password been changed?

Is the engineer still present in the engineer administration in CM?

E.3.4.3 Problems with Kerberos Authentication

Since Kerberos is a highly complex topic, only some basic checks can be recommended.

The Engineers Cannot Log In?

Does the CM application server (e.g., JBoss) run as the system user which has been used for regis-
tering the CM service in the Windows domain (Kerberos realm)? The user has to be identical.

Do all servers in the domain use the same system time? Since Kerberos tickets are based - besides oth-
ers - on time stamps, it is indispensable that all servers work with the same system time (no more
than five minutes delta for most systems).
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E.3.4.4 Problems with CMRF/DWH

For troubleshooting CMRF and DWH database related problems refer to section FAQs and Tips for
Troubleshooting.

E.3.4.5 Problems with Web Clients (End Users: Engineers, Customers)

Most problems with the CM Web Client might be tasks for the CM administrators. However, you as
an CM operator might also receive notifications about problems when CM engineers cannot work
with the Web Client. We recommend to ask the engineers to always provide the exact message which
is displayed in the Web Client with the exact timestamp. This makes it easier to find the respective
lines in the log files. Furthermore they should provide information about:

o Which browser they use

o in which version

e on which operating system
o thelJavaversion

Thus, in a very first step, you can check if the components are supported by the current CM version.

A detailed list of supported operation systems, application servers, database systems, and
other systems, as well as storage and CPU requirements is given in the current System
Requirements.

E.3.4.6 Problems with the Search / Indexer

The searches in the ConSol CM system are based on indices created by the CM Indexer. The indices
are stored on the file system, in the data directory which has been configured during system setup
and which is stored in the CM system property cmas-core-shared, data.directory.

A detailed introduction to the Indexer principle is provided in ConSol CM Indexer. Please read also the
ConSol CM Administrator Manual, section Search Configuration and Indexer Management in order
to learn details about how to manage the CM Indexer.

Problems with the Indexer can show various symptoms, for example:
o Thesearch does not work at all (e.g., you enter a word in the Quick Search and nothing hap-
pens).
o Incoming emails are not processed correctly (because in the email scripts a search for existing
contacts/companies is performed. If this does not work, the entire script fails).

o Newly created objects (e.g., contacts, tickets, ticket data) cannot be found in the search, even
though the data fields have the annotation field-indexed (usually set to “transitive”).

In those cases, you should - as a first step - always check if the Indexer works correctly. If there are
unsolvable problems, you can recreate (synchronize) the index completely. If the index has only to be
repaired, please take a look at the section in the ConSol CM Administrator Manual to see how to man-
age this.
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Checklist for Problems with the Indexer

Checking the Indexer Status

There are two ways to check the Indexer status. They are both aimed at finding out if the status is
“GREEN”, “YELLOW”, or “RED”. This is the value of the CM system property cmas-core-index-common,

index.status.
You can retrieve the value by one of the following methods:

e Use the Admin Tool
In the navigation group System, navigation item System Properties you can check the value.

o Use database access
Inthe table cmas configurationlookforproperty =indexer.statusand
check the column value .

Recreating the Index

If the index is corrupt, the files have been destroyed, or there are unsolvable problems with the
Indexer you can completely recreate the index using one of two methods:

o Use the Admin Tool
Open the navigation group Services, navigation item Index and select Synchronize index.

e Use tools which access the MBeans
For example, you can use tools like Jolokia or twiddle (e.g., for JBoss) or JConsole (for JBoss) for
graphic access. The MBeans of the Indexer offer the method recreateIndex which can be
used to synchronize the entire index for the respective type of objects:

o Engineers:
core.engineerlndexService

e Resources:
core.resourcelndexService

o Tickets:
core.ticketIndexService

o Units (i.e., contacts and companies):
core.unitindexService

Synchronizing the index completely might take a while in a large CM system (up to several
hours), so please make sure you have planned this task for a time when CM search does not
have to be available!

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E.4.1 Introduction

In this section, we explain how to monitor a ConSol CM system using monitoring tools, i.e. how to
integrate ConSol CM into a professional IT infrastructure where numerous systems are managed.
Some checks can also be done manually using the Admin Tool, e.g. checking the DWH status using the
DWH Monitor, but this is not the scope of this section. For explanations concerning those topics,
please refer to the ConSol CM Administrator Manual.

You can use four "hooks" to monitor ConSol CM applications:

1. Check the server process of the Java EE application, i.e., the JBoss or WebLogic server pro-
cess.

2. Check the login of a monitoring ("dummy") user into the CM web clients, i.e., the regular
Web Client and the CM/Track client.

3. The status of the Indexer can be found out by controlling the file system and by retrieving a
database parameter.

4. Log file monitoring.

(D Please contact the ConSol CM support or your ConSol CM consultant for information about
monitoring ConSol CM in a cluster.

E.4.2 System Monitoring Reports

Starting with ConSol CM version 6.11.2.2, monitoring information can be retrieved using the health
check endpoint. The monitoring reports contain information about the configuration of ConSol CM
and the operational status of the system components.

Two reports are provided:
o fullreport: <CM URL>/health/report
e shortreport: <CM URL>/health/check

The information is retrieved in JSON format. Some sections contain a status (SUCCESS, WARNING)
with a description.

The following information is retrieved:

o Workflow engine
number of job execution threads, number of jobs (active, running, locked, delayed, under
retry), transaction timeout, locking limit, timestamp of the latest job execution

o Database
name, version and hibernate dialect, status and speed of test connection, number of available
and used connections (only available for JBoss application servers)

o Hardware
total and available memory and disk space, number of processors, CPU usage, system load,
time since last boot

o Server information
ConSol CM version, Java version, JavaMail version, status of the SMTP connection
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e Server events
number of cluster members, timestamp and response to test calls

o Email system
mailbox ID, number of queued emails, timestamp of the last connection and processed email,
ID of the last processed email

e DWH information
mode, status, date of last transfer, live mode status, date of last live message, statistics

E.4.3 Monitoring Tools

You can use a monitoring tool or application of your choice to control the CM systems. We recom-
mend using a Nagios®-based solution. If you would like to get support on that topic, read the ConSol
Monitoring page or ask your CM consultant.

E.4.4 Monitoring the ConSol CM Server Process

ConSol CM is a Java EE application, hence you can monitor the application server process. You can

o Monitor the basic process parameters like CPU usage, see section Using Beans to Monitor
Some Basic Parameters

e Monitor the CM functionality (is login possible?). See the following section.

E.4.4.1 JMX Monitoring Using Jolokia

You can use Jolokia to monitor application servers, e.g., memory usage and garbage collection, and
you can also check ConSol CM functionalities. As a basis, you have to deploy the file jolokia.war
into the application server. Please ask your ConSol CM consultant for support if you would like to use
this option.

E.4.5 Monitoring the Login into the CM Clients (CM Web Client and
CM/Track), End-to-End Tests

The default port for the CM web server is 808 0. That means, after a CM installation, you can reach
the ConSol CM start pageunderhttp (s) : //<Server>:8080. The CM Web Client can be
reached underhttp (s) : //<Server>:8080/client/login. Ofcourse, if the port has been
modified (e.g., by using a port offset), the ports in the monitoring scripts have to be adapted accord-
ingly.

In order to check the client login, you have to create a monitoring user, e.g., nagios in the CM sys-
tem. This user is created like a regular system user. Use the Admin Tool for this operation. For a
detailed introduction to user, i.e., engineer administration, please refer to the ConSo/ CM Admin-
istrator Manual, section Engineer Administration.

E.4.5.1 Configuring the Monitoring User

Starting with CM version 6.9.3, there is the option to configure a user (engineer/unit) for monitoring
CM operations. This user can access each client exactly once using one session. This login will not con-
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sume a license. The session created will be marked as monitoring session. The user must inde-
pendently have proper permissions to perform the tasks required for monitoring. These could include
usage of the Admin Tool.

Two configurations have to be performed:

o For the check of the Web Client:
Create an engineer and enter his login name in the system property cmas.core.server, mon-
itoring.engineer.login.

o For the check of CM/Track:
Create a contact, assign a CM/Track user profile to him (see section CM/Track in the
ConSol CM Administrator Manual), and enter his login name into the system property cmas.-
core.server, monitoring.unit.login.

E.4.5.2 Web Client Monitoring Principle

1. Check the login
For the login, the username and password have to be submitted using an HTML POST request.

2. E.g., callthe CM main page

You might want to use the ConSol CM Nagios plugin (a PERL script for Nagios servers) to check the
Web Client. Please ask your ConSol CM consultant for more information.

E.4.5.3 Monitoring CM in a Cluster

In a cluster which consists of a load balancer and several CM servers, we recommend to check the
login into each of the CM servers as well as the login via load balancer.

E.4.5.4 URL /logout for Automation Purposes
The URL for logging out of the Web Client is:

http://<CM_SERVER>/cm-client/logout/

This URL eases automation use cases like monitoring that require login and logout to the Web Client.
It provides a robust way to log out of an automated Web Client session again not to unnecessarily
consume licenses for monitoring.
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E.4.6 Using Beans to Monitor Some Basic Parameters

To monitor basic application server parameters, e.g., Heap, CPU usage or used memory, you can use
tools which directly access the JBeans of the application server. As a default in JBoss, use JConsole.

In order to integrate this monitoring into a larger IT environment, you could use, e.g., Jolokia to

receive HTML output from the request to the JBeans. This can be inserted into your monitoring envir-
onment, e.g., into Nagios using a Perl script.
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E.4.7 Checking the Status of the Indexer

In order to perform effective searches, ConSol CM creates an index for each data field which is either
marked as indexed by default or which has been marked as indexed by an administrator. A detailed
introduction to the search and Indexer is provided in section ConSol CM Indexer. The indices are
stored in the file system, the Indexer status is represented by a system property (cmas-core-index-
common, index.status).

E.4.7.1 Checking the Indexer File System

Theindex s located in the data CM directory which has been configured during setup, subdirectory
index. You should ...

o control the disk space on this file system.
o controlif the file system is available, in case it is mounted from another server.

o controlif the synchronization between master and slave servers works in case you work in a
server cluster environment.

E.4.7.2 Checking the Indexer Status in the Database

In order to control the Indexer status manually, start the Admin Tool and open the navigation group
Services, navigation item Index. A detailed explanation is given in the ConSol CM Administrator
Manual, section Search Configuration and Indexer Management.

To control the status using a monitoring tool, you can check the table cmas configuration.
The system property cmas-core-index-common, index.status should be “GREEN".

Properties.

In case the status is “YELLOW” or “RED”, you have to use the Admin Tool to rebuild, repair, or refresh
the index.
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E.4.8 Monitoring the Log Files

For a detailed description of CM log files, please read section Logging and Log Files.

E.4.8.1 Tags to Monitor

Files and Tags Which Should Be Monitored

The most important log file is server. 1og. However, all log files should be controlled. In the file
error.log, only errors are reported, so this might also be a good hook for your log file monitoring.

All entries of type ERROR should be analyzed. Please take all possible use cases into consideration to
configure which entries should really trigger a system alarm. For example, there might be log entries

labeled as ERROR which occur rather often and only show that an access denied event has occurred.

So at this point, the monitoring tool has to be adapted in a very specific way for each CM system.
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E.4.9 Monitoring Email Functionalities

E.4.9.1 Error Email Configuration

The first step in monitoring email functionalities of ConSol CM is configuring the correct TO addresses
for error emails which concern the CM mailing subsystem. This is explained in detail in section Admin-
istrator and Notification Email Addresses.

Of course, you can configure TO addresses which belong to a ticketing system (e.g., ConSol CM, incid-
ent queue). In this way, you can be sure to get a notification when an e-mail error occurs.

E.4.9.2 Log File Control
Additionally, you can scan the specific log file, to be found in the following path:

o JBoss (single server):

<JBOSS_HOME>/standalone/log/mail.log

o Weblogic:

<WEBLOGIC HOME>\user projects\domains\<WEBLOGIC DOMAIN>\cmrf-logs\mail.log

E.4.9.3 Control of Undeliverable Emails

Emails which were fetched by CM but could not be processed further, are stored in the database table
cmas nimh archived mail.Inthe Admin Tool, these email backups are listed under nav-
igation group Email, navigation item Email Backups. In a well-maintained system, this table should be
empty.

A detailed explanation is provided in the ConSol CM Administrator Manual, section Email Backups.
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E.4.10 CMRF / DWH Monitoring

You can carry out the following steps to monitor the CMRF / DWH:

o Checkthevalueofhlp parameter.dwh status.Itshould be 4 (DWH operational). For
the explanation of all states see Tables in the DWH (Database or Database Schema).

o Forthelive mode, you can get the point in time of the DWH as a timestamp in epoch mil-
liseconds by using the following command:

select * from int parameter where name ='last-success-live-id';

o Check the cmrf . 1og file for entries which contain “ERROR” (maybe also “WARNING”).

o You can check if the automatic execution of DWH tasks is active via the CM system property
cmas-dwh-server, autocommit.cf.changes.

The CM database (table cmas dwh synchronization)andthelogfiles (server.log,
cmrf.log)arethe best source of information about status and progress. Starting with version 6.11
you can also see the status of the DWH jobs in the task list in the CM Admin tool (navigation group
Data Warehouse, navigation item Administration) and the general status of the DWH in the

DWH Monitor (navigation group Data Warehouse, navigation item Monitor).

E.5.1 Introduction

ConSol CM is a Java EE application with a classic three-tier architecture. Therefore, in general all stand-
ard mechanisms for data backup and restore of a Java EE application server with a database con-
nection apply. Some specific information about ConSol CM is explained in this section.

The following table shows which items you need to take into account for your backup and recovery
strategy.

I

CM database The ConSol CM database needs to be backed up using the standard mech-
anisms, see Backup and Recovery of the ConSol CM Database.

CM configuration The configuration of ConSol CM, also called a scenario, can be backed up sep-
arately. See Backup and Recovery of the ConSol CM Configuration.

CM index The index of ConSol CM is saved on the file system, see Backup and Recovery of
the Index.

DWH database The DWH database can either be recreated based on the data in the CM data-
base, or backed up using standard database backup mechanisms. See Backup
and Recovery of the ConSol CM Configuration.

E.5.2 Backup and Recovery of the ConSol CM Database

The standard database backup and recovery mechanisms apply to the ConSol CM database.

Carry out tests to check if the backup procedure works and if you are able to restore the data-
base.

E.5.3 Backup and Recovery of the ConSol CM Configuration

In addition to a database backup on database level, ConSol CM also allows to export and back up a so
called scenario using the Admin Tool. Depending on the export parameters, this scenario contains
either the complete system configuration (Admin Tool configuration and workflows) or only a part of
this configuration. It is also possible to include runtime data (tickets, customers, and resources) in the
export. Nevertheless, this should not be done when exporting large environments, as this is only
intended for transferring small amounts of data, as test tickets and customers. Therefore, a scenario
export does not replace a database backup.

Usually, a scenario is used to transfer data from a test environment to a staging or production envir-
onment. But you can also use it to back up the complete configuration of the (production) system. In
case the recovery of a database backup fails, you will then have the possibility to quickly restore the
configuration. Nevertheless, tickets, customers, and resources will not be available afterwards.

A scenario does not contain the values of CM system properties which are not in a customer-specific
module, e.g., the mail server and LDAP configuration is not be exported. A detailed explanation about
which parameters are exported in a scenario is provided in the ConSol CM Administrator Manual,
chapter Deployment (Import / Export).

Therefore, ConSol recommends the following: Export a scenario of the production environment on a
regular basis and save it on a share which is included in the backup system. In order to save the values
of the CM system properties, either use a simplified solution and store a screenshot of the Admin Tool
values or export the table cmas configuration ofthe ConSol CM database.

Please also refer to the ConSol CM Administrator Manual, chapter Deployment (Import / Export) for
further details and background information about working with scenarios.

E.5.4 Backup and Recovery of the Index

This is explained in detail in section Backup and Recovery of the Index.

E.5.5 Backup of the DWH and Recovery of a Completely Damaged DWH
Database

The ConSol CM DWH (Data Warehouse) is filled by the CMRF (ConSol CM Reporting Framework)
either triggered manually by an administrator (in ADMIN mode) or on-the-fly in LIVE mode. For a
detailed explanation, please refer to Operating the Data Warehouse. In case the DWH is corrupt or
has to be restored for other reasons, the DWH can be re-built completely using the Admin Tool, DWH
Configuration, Initialize with the option Delete existing data enabled. This recreates the complete
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database scheme. Afterwards, use Transfer for the initial filling of the DWH. However, this method has
a rather great impact on the live operation of the DWH (i.e., a downtime which might extend to some
hours or even days) and should only be used if the DWH cannot be updated using the Update option.

It depends on the size of the DWH if it makes sense to include the DWH in the regular database
backup. Ifthe DWH is large, it should be part of the regular database backup, because a complete
recreation would take too long to be compatible with every-day reporting requirements. For a rather
small DWH, it might be easier and quicker to restore it using the recreation as explained in the pre-
vious paragraph. Since configuration, infrastructure, and performance are highly system-specific,
please to talk to your ConSol CM consultant to discuss which is the best solution for your company.
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E.6 Operating ConSol CM Behind a Proxy (e.g., Apache HTTPD)

E.6.1 Introduction

In some cases, it might be required to operate ConSol CM behind a proxy server. Two common scen-
arios are:

1. The Web Client and CM/Track should be available through the proxy, but external access
through the proxy to the Admin Tool and to the Process Designer should be blocked. This is
explained in section ConSol CM Behind a Proxy, Blocking Admin Tool and Process Designer.

2. Allclients, i.e. Web Client, CM/Track, Admin Tool, and Process Designer should be available
through the proxy. This is explained in section ConSol CM Behind a Proxy, Allowing Access to
Admin Tool and Process Designer.

E.6.2 ConSol CM Behind a Proxy, Blocking Admin Tool and Process
Designer

E.6.2.1 Basic Principle

This section provides information about how to operate ConSol CM behind a proxy server (e.g.
Microsoft IIS or Apache HTTPD). This might be relevant in a security context, e.g. when you have to
set security regulations concerning system access over the internet. You might have to

grant access
« foryourengineers to the Web Client (URL http://<yourcmé6server>/cm-client)

o foryour customers to CM/Track (URL http://<yourcmé6server>/restapi) and if CM/Track is
deployed in the CM JBoss also URL http://<yourcmeéserver>/cm-track)

E.6.2.2 Hide Some CM URLs Behind an Apache Proxy Server (= Whitelist Only Dedic-
ated Applications)

This section demonstrates how to allow only certain URLs/paths/applications to be accessible
through the proxy. This will hide all other addresses.

The solution is based on an Apache HTTPD version 2.4 and assumes:

o that the JBoss bind address (—-b parameter) has been set to “127.0.0.1” so it will only allow con-
nections from the local machine

o that the Apache HTTPD and the JBoss reside on the same machine (applicable for most CM
installations except clustered environments)

Perform the following steps:
o Install the Apache HTTP server

o Activate the proxy modules
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o Add the proxy rules

o Testyour installation

Install the Apache HTTP Server

Since Windows binaries (ZIP archive with EXE files) are not directly available on the Apache homepage,
we recommend to download the binary files from the Apache Haus.

Activate the Proxy Modules

In <APACHE HOME>/conf/httpd.conf you need to un-comment the following proxy modules
to activate proxy functionality:

E.6.3 ConSol CM Behind a Proxy, Allowing Access to Admin Tool and Pro-
cess Designer

E.6.3.1 Adding AJP Support to JBoss EAP

In case you want to operate ConSol CM behind a proxy server and want to explicitly allow access to
the Admin Tool and to the Process Designer, you have to enable AJP in the JBoss installation.

By default, JBoss EAP does not enable the AJP connector. If you want your CM installation to provide
AJP, you need to do perform the steps for your JBoss EAP version.

E.7.1 Introduction: Types of CM Installations

For ConSol CM, there are two types of installations/instances. Depending on which type of install-
ation you operate in your company, you can perform a system update yourself or not.

o Case 1: Standard
You have a standard configuration, i.e., the complete customizing has been performed using
standard CM tools (Admin Tool configuration, Process Designer for workflows). Neither the
.ear files for CM and CMRF, nor the . war file for CM/Track have been modified. In this case,
you can perform the update yourself as described in the following sections.

o Case 2: Custom
You have a customized ConSol CM system, i.e., files within either the cm6 . ear, the
cmrf.ear, and/or files within the cm-track.war have been modified and a new
.ear/ .war file has been built. Then a custom-specific development project is managed at
ConSol's and you should ask your technical ConSol CM consultant for support.

E.7.2 Updating a ConSol CM Standard Installation (for Case 1)

The following paragraphs list all the steps you have to perform in case of a CM update.

E.7.2.1 Information about the Update

As a first step, please read all the Release Notes which cover the versions between source version
(which is currently installed on your system) and target version (which you want to install now). The
first sections of each Release Notes document deal with the required steps in case of a system update.
Follow the instructions provided in these sections.

In some cases, it might be required to adapt the CM system to a new version, e.g., to modify scripts
when Groovy methods of the CM AP| have become obsolete. A hint about these changes will be
provided in the Release Notes. Please ask your ConSol CM consultant for help and prepare everything
which is required before the update starts!

E.7.2.2 Getting the Required Files

Depending on the components you have installed in your CM system, the following files are required
for an update. Please ask the ConSol support team or your ConSol CM consultant to get the files of
the new CM version. If your company has a maintenance contract with ConSol, you can download the
required files from the ConSol ftp server.

1. For every installation:
the CM .ear file:
dist-package-ear-<CM_VERSION>.ear, e.g. dist-package-ear-6.11.2.2.ear
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If DWH/CMREF are installed:
the CMREF .ear file
cmrf-package-ear-<CM_VERSION>.ear, e.g. cmrf-package-ear-6.11.2.2.ear

If CM/Track V2 is installed:

the new .war file for a web container:

cmtrack-v2-distribution-<CM_VERSION.war>, e.g., cmtrack-v2-distribution-
6.11.2.2.war

If ETLis used (e.g., for import of customer or engineer data into the CM database):

the CM ETL package:

etl-package-distribution-<CM_VERSION>-kettle.zip, e.g., et 1 -package—-distribution-
6.11.2.2-kettle.zip

E.7.2.3 Perform the Update

Please note that if you perform an update, you have to perform the version-specific actions
(mentioned in the first sections of each Release Notes document) for all versions between
source and target version.

Shutdown the ConSol CM system.

Do everything that is necessary according to all ConSol/ CM Release Notes between the source
and the target version, in ascending order.

Deploy the new CM . ear and . war files.

Restart the CM system.
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E.8 Release Process

This chapter discusses the following:

E.8.1 Introduction

This section treats the deployment of a new ConSol CM configuration, not CM updates! For inform-
ation about how to perform CM updates, please read section System Update (Minor Version).

Most larger ConSol CM systems are not only run on one server, but there are two or more servers,
like:

o Development server (DEV)
e Test server (TEST)

o Staging server (STAGE)

e Production server (PROD)

In general IT infrastructure terminology, one of those servers is called a tier. Thus, the example above
would describe the classical 4-tier deployment architecture. Usually, the design and development of
new custom-specific features and configurations is performed on the development (DEV) server and
then moved to the test server (TEST) for QA. When the responsible persons have given their approval,
the configuration can be moved to the staging server (STAGE) for complete tests and then be
deployed in the production environment (PROD).

This implies that it is possible to move an entire CM configuration from one server to another one. For
this purpose CM works with so called scenarios. A scenario contains the entire configuration of a CM
system and can also contain runtime data. However, it is definitely not recommended to use a scen-
ario to transport runtime data except for test environments. To be able to work correctly and effi-
ciently with scenarios, as a CM operator and/or administrator you have to know the technical details
about scenarios. They are explained in the ConSol CM Administrator Manual in section Deployment
(Import/Export). Please read this section, before you start working with scenario exports/imports!
Here in this manual, we will assume that you know how to export and import scenarios and how to
control exactly which data should be transferred.
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E.8.2 Deployment Pipeline

Here, we assume, that only new functionalities should be implemented and no update will be per-
formed. All involved CM servers run exactly the same CM version.

All servers (DEV-TEST-STAGE-PROD) are separate systems. There are no shared machines, databases,
or file systems.

/\ GOLDEN RULE FOR CHANGES

When changes have to be made, do NEVER EVER perform those changes on STAGE or PROD!
You might cause undesired side effects and might hamper the entire deployment, main-
tenance, and support processes.

A change always has to start on DEV (or in some cases on TEST). This includes major changes
like the deployment of new workflows as well as minor changes like creating a new engineer
account.

E.8.2.1 Development Server (DEV)

When new functionalities should be developed, new workflows should be implemented, or new con-
figurations should be performed into the running CM system, a scenario from the production envir-
onment should be imported. Then new functionalities, configurations, and worflows can be
implemented on this server. The server might even be a local machine of a developer or consultant.

Regarding the database and operating system: In practice they might differ from the middleware
which is used in test-staging-production, e.g., as developer database, often MySQL is used even
though in production Oracle or Microsoft SQL is used. Please be aware of the fact that a three-tier
Java EE application might behave in a different way on different RDBMS. That is why we recommend
to use identical RDBMS on DEV, TEST, STAGE, and PROD.

There are two ways to get back to the basic starting point in case you have reached a stage with your
CM scenario which requires a new start:

o Work with a VM and store a snapshot which you can use to start anew.
o Work with the PROD scenario and import this again for a new start. In this case you have to
start with an empty database, ask your CM consultant for help.

E.8.2.2 Test Server (TEST)

The test server has exactly the same parameters as the production server. A new deployment cycle
starts with an exact copy (scenario) of the production server.

Make sure there are no emails sent from the TEST server to real persons except for the team
involved in testing!

There are two ways of moving new content from DEV to TEST:

o Export the scenario (configuration only, complete or partial, depending on the requirements)
from DEV and import this scenario on TEST.

o Implement exactly the same functionalities on TEST which you have implemented on DEV.

Then go ahead and test all functionalities, e.g., with the project stakeholders and with key users.
There should always be a list of test cases, often derived from the list of use cases which have been
defined in the requirements and specification process.

If all functionalities have been tested positive, the responsible persons give their approval and the
scenario can be moved to staging.

During the tests on TEST, there might be some errors or some requirements might change. In those
cases, the way goes back to DEV. When everything has been implemented in the new version, the
DEV scenario can again be moved to TEST.

Make sure the mailboxes are configured correctly. It is absolutely imperative to avoid that
TEST and STAGE fetch emails from the same email accounts.

E.8.2.3 Staging Server (STAGE)

The STAGE sever (sometimes also called integration server) is an identical copy of the PROD envir-
onment. The TEST scenario will be exported from TEST and imported on STAGE for final tests prior to
the Go Live on PROD. All parameters and interfaces have to be exactly the same as in PROD. In this
way, all CM core functionalities as well as system imports or other interactions with other IT systems
can be tested. All changes which have been performed on TEST (e.g., implementation of ETL scripts,
special flavors of CM as customer project, or specifically customized versions of CM/Track) have to be
implemented on STAGE. The STAGE has to be tested under the same conditions as the PROD server
will face, e.g., with the same number of concurrent users and the same amount of transferred data.

If this is possible, we recommend to transfer a snapshot of production data (via database export/im-
port) into the STAGE CM database to be able to test with real data. This means:

o The scenario originates from the TEST environment.

o The data originates from the PROD environment.

Make sure there are no emails sent from the STAGE server to real persons except for the
team involved in testing.

On STAGE, also performance tests have to be done. For example, it is possible that on TEST, your CM
runs perfectly well, with only 10 users. When you move to STAGE, there are 100 users and a bot-
tleneck in database access becomes obvious. This means: Not only functional but also non-functional
requirements have to be taken into consideration on STAGE!

If everything on STAGE has been tested positive and the responsible persons have given their
approval, the scenario can be exported for import on PROD.

A Make sure the mailboxes are configured correctly. It is absolutely imperative to avoid that
STAGE and PROD fetch emails from the same email accounts.

E.8.2.4 Production Server (PROD)

A deployment of a new CM scenario will imply a certain downtime of the system. Plan the CM
Go Live in advance in order to avoid undesired side-effects in your every-day business pro-
cess.

The PROD environment, also called live environment, is the environment which is used to work with
in real business life.

On Go Live day, the scenario from STAGE has to be imported on PROD and all other adaptations have
to be performed, e.g., implementation of ETL scripts, special flavors of CM as customer project, or spe-
cifically customized versions of CM/Track.

customer group

The customer group determines which
customer data model is used for its cus-
tomers and which actions are available.

customer object

A customer (a contact or a company).
Formerly called Data Object. The term
Unit is used in the programming con-
text.

Dashboard

Atype of report which integrates data
from different sources providing an
overall perspective of a certain topic.
Often times graphical representation is
used.

DWH

Data Warehouse - A database used for
reporting and data analysis. In a stand-
ard ConSol CM distribution, a DWH is
included and only has to be installed
and configured.

engineer

Engineers are the users who work on

Post Office Protocol - Internet standard
protocol to retrieve emails from a
remote server via TCP/IP. Can be used
as plain POP or as secure POP (POPs).
In the latter case, proper certificates are
required.

portal

CM/Track - provides customer access
to ConSol CM.

queue

The queue contains thematically
related tickets which should be handled
in the same way and follow the same
business process (workflow). Per-
missions and other parameters are also
defined based on queues.

RDBMS

Relational Database Management Sys-
tem - e.g. Oracle ®, MS SQL Server ®,
MySQL.

relation

Relations are connections between dif-
ferent data objects in ConSol CM. This
can be a relation between two objects
of the same type, e.g., between tickets,
customers, and resources, or a relation
between objects of different types,
e.g., between a ticket and a resource or
a customer and a resource.

resource

Resources are objects managed in
CM/Resource Pool.

resource action

Part of the Action Framework. An
action performed for a resource object.
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resource field

A field where resource data can be
stored.

resource field group

A group of fields where data for
resources can be stored. Similar to
ticket field group for ticket data.

resource type

The resource type is the definition of
the resources. It determines the avail-
able data fields and possible relations
and actions.

REST

Representational State Transfer - con-
ventions for transferring data over
HTTP connections.

role

Roles are assigned to engineers. They
define the engineers' access per-
missions and views.

script

Program written for a specific run-time
environment that can interpret and
automate the execution of tasks. In
ConSol CM, scripts are stored in the
Admin Tool and are stored as scripts for
activities in workflows.

search action

Part of the Action Framework. An
action performed for the result set ofa
search.
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SMTP

Simple Message Transfer Protocol -
standard protocol for sending emails.

TAPI

Telephony Application Programming
Interface - a Microsoft Windows API
which provides computer/telephony
integration and enables PCs running
Microsoft Windows to use telephone
services.

TEF

Task Execution Framework - a ConSol
CM module which can execute tasks
asynchronously.

template

Templates contain predefined and pre-
formatted text. They can be used for
comments, emails, and documents.

ticket

The ticket is the request of the cus-
tomer which the engineer works on. It
is the object which runs through the
business process defined by the work-
flow.

ticket field

A field where ticket data can be stored.
Previously called Custom Field

ticket field group

A group of ticket fields where ticket
data can be stored. Previously called
Custom Field Group.
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. . ConSol CM. It contains a series of steps
time booking which are carried out by the engineers.

Unit
Java class which represents a customer
object. i.e. a contact is an object of
class Unit and a company is also an
object of class Unit.

Web Client
The Web Client is the primary access to
the system for the engineers.
